BP 0460 - Local Control and Accountability Plan

(BP revised)
Policy updated to reflect NEW LAW(Proposition 58, 2016) whichrequires the local control and
accountability plan (LCAP) development process to include solicitation of parent/guardian and community
input on effective and appropriate instructional methods, including language acquisition programs. Policy
also reflects the State Board of Education's (SBE) adoption of evaluation rubrics (the "California School
Dashboard") that will assist districts in evaluating progress toward their LCAP goals.

BP/AR 3260 - Fees and Charges

(BP/AR revised)
Policy reorganized and updated to reflect a California Department of Education (CDE) management
advisory regarding the prohibition against requiring parent/guardian volunteer hours or payment as a
condition of the student's enrollment or participation in educational activities. Regulation updated to reflect
NEW LAW (AB 2615, 2016) which permits districts to charge a fee for participation in After School
Education and Safety (ASES) programs, 21st Century Community Learning Center (21st CCLC) programs,
and 21st Century High School After School Safety and Enrichment for Teens (ASSETs) program, as long
as the fee is waived or reduced for low-income families and, effective July 1, 2017, the fee is not charged
for a homeless or foster youth. Regulation also clarifies the permissibility of charging a fee for in-state field
trips in accordance with CDE's interpretation of law, provided that no student is prevented from
participating based on a lack of funds.

AR 4112.22 - Staff Teaching English Learners

(AR revised) ,
Regulation updated to revise definition of "English learner” pursuant to Proposition 58 (2016). Regulation
also deletes material regarding the Certificate of Staff Development issued by the Commission on Teacher
Credentialingand provides a general paragraph applicable to multiple types of authorizations to teach
English learners. Title of regulation updated to reflect current terminology.

E 4112.9/4212.9/4312.9 - Employee Notifications

(E revised)
Exhibit updated to add notice seeking volunteers to administer opioid antagonist pursuant to NEW LAW
(AB 1748, 2016), delete notice seeking volunteers to administer anti-seizure medication as the requirement
self-repealed on January 1, 2017, add notice informing new employees of their right to purchase Public
Employment Retirement Service credit for certain active military service, and update legal citations.

AR 4161.1/4361.1 - Personal Illness/Injury Leave

(AR revised)
Regulation updated to add new section on "Additional Leave for Disabled Military Veterans" reflecting
NEW LAW (SB 1180, 2016) which entitles eligible certificated employees to receive an additional 10
days of sick leave with pay during the first year of employment for the purpose of undergoing medical
treatment for a military service-connected disability. Regulation reflects NEW LAW (AB 2393, 2016)
which clarifies differential pay for parental leave ("baby bonding" leave), including clarifying that such
leavewill run concurrently with parental leave taken under the California Family Rights Act, but, unlike the
CFRA, does not require an employee to have at least 1,250 hours of service with the district in the previous
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12-month period.Regulation also clarifies applicability of law requiring a reemployment list for employees
who are not medically able to resume duties after a specified period of time.

AR 4261.1 - Personal Iilness/Injury Leave

(AR revised)
Regulation updated to add new section on "Additional Leave for Disabled Military Veterans" reflecting

NEW LAW (SB 1180, 2016) which entitles eligible classified employees to receive an additional 12 days
of sick leave with pay during the first year of employment for the purpose of undergoing medical treatment
for a military service-connected disability. Regulation also updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 2393, 2016)
which extends to classified employees the same provisions related to differential pay for parental leave that
were previously granted only to certificated employees.

BP 5111 - Admission

(BP revised)
Policy updatedand released on GAMUT in February,in conjunction with new CSBA Legal Guidance, to

clarify that, under state compulsory education laws and the U.S. Supreme Court decision in Plyler v. Doe,
students cannot be denied a free public education on the basis of their citizenship or immigration status,
including their status as undocumented children. Policy includes direction not to inquire into a student's
citizenship or immigration status nor deny enrollment on the basis of citizenship or immigration status.
Policy also reflects NEW LAW (AB 2308, 2016) which extends the requirement that the district's
enrollment forms include an informational item about affordable health care options and available
enrollment assistance through the 2020-21 school year.

BP 5111.1 - District Residency

(BP revised)
Policy updated and released on GAMUT in February, in conjunction with new CSBA Legal Guidance, to

clarify that, under state compulsory education laws and the U.S. Supreme Court decision in Plyler v. Doe,
districts cannot deny enrollment on the basis of citizenship or immigration status and therefore should not
request visas, passports, or other documentation that would discourage undocumented children from

enrolling in school.

BP/AR 5113 - Absences and Excuses

(BP/AR revised)
Policy updated to reflect the requirement for a board resolution approving reasonable methods by which

students can verify absences due to illness or quarantine. Policy also deletes section on "Effect of Absence
on Grades/Credits," as that material is covered in BP/AR 5121 - Grades/Evaluation of Student
Achievement and BP 6154 - Homework/Makeup Work. Regulation updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB
1593, 2016) which provides that a student's attendance at his/her own naturalization ceremony constitutes
an excused absence. Regulation also includes parent notification requirement formerly in BP, and adds
notifications that a student may be excused for religious exercises or instruction and that a student's grade
will not be lowered following an excused absence provided that missed schoolwork is completed within a

reasonable period of time.

BP/AR 5141.52 - Suicide Prevention

(BP/AR revised)
Policy and regulation substantially revised to reflect NEW LAW (AB 2246, 2016) which mandates

districts serving grades 7-12 to adopt policy on suicide prevention, intervention, and postvention by the
beginning of the 2017-18 school year.Policy and regulation reflectthe mandateto address anyrelated staff
development to be provided to teachers in grades 7-12 andto address the needs of specified high-risk
student populations. In addition, policy and regulation add best practices in prevention, intervention, and
postvention, including, but not limited to, student instruction, crisis intervention procedures, follow-up care
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for a student who threatens or attempts suicide, and the provision of counseling and other postvention
strategies to reduce suicide contagion.

E 5145.6 - Parental Netifications
(E revised)

Exhibit updated to reflect NEW LAWS adding parental notifications related to language acquisition
programs (Proposition 58, 2016), involuntary transfer of a student convicted of violent felony or firearms-
related misdemeanor (SB 1343, 2016), enrollment priorities for homeless and foster youth in before/after
school programs (AB 2615, 2016), and exemption from local graduation requirements for former juvenile
court school students (AB 2306, 2016). Exhibit also deletes notification related to structured English
immersion programs pursuant to Proposition 58, and updates legal citations and referenced CSBA sample
policies/regulations.

BP/AR 5148.2 - Before/After School Programs
(BP/AR revised)

Policy and regulation updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 2615, 2016) which permits districts to charge a
family fee for participation in an ASES, 21st CCLC, or ASSETs program, as long as the fee is waived or
reduced for low-income families and, effective July 1, 2017, the fee is not charged for a homeless or foster
youth. Policy also links program content with goals in the district's LCAP, and includes material formerly
in AR related to priorities for establishing district programs consistent with state and federal priorities for
funding programs. Regulation also reflects provisions of AB 2615 which require first priority for
enrollment, beginning July 1, 2017, to be given to students identified as homeless or foster youth and
require ASSETs programs to provide for access to computers and technology.

BP 6111 - School Calendar
(BP revised)

Policy updated to clarify that a district must offer a minimum of 175 instructional days per school year until
it meets or exceeds its funding target under the local control funding formula, at which time the minimum
required number of instructional days is 180. Policy also adds reference to the requirement for a minimum
of 163 instructional days per year for multitrack year-round schools.

BP 6117 - Year-Round Schedules
(BP revised)

Policy updated to clarify that a year-round school is generally required to offer a minimum of 175
instructional days per school year until the district meets or exceeds its funding target under the local
control funding formula, at which time the minimum required number of instructional days is 180. Policy
adds conditions under which a multitrack year-round school may instead offer a minimum of 163
instructional days.

BP/AR 6142.2 - World/Foreign Language Instruction
(BP/AR revised)

Policy and regulation updated to reflect NEW LAW (Proposition 58, 2016) which authorizes the
establishment of dual-language immersion programs that provide integrated language leaming and
academic instruction for English learners and native speakers of English. Policy also reflects NEW LAW
(AB 2290, 2016) which requires the SBE to consider revisions to the state content standards for world
languages by March 31, 2019. Regulation reflects provisions of Proposition 58 which (1) delete the
requirementthat a parent/guardian request a waiver of structured English immersion instruction so that an
English learner may participate in a dual-language immersion program, (2) require dual-language
immersion programs in grades K-3 to meet class size requirements, and (3) require a parental notice with
information on the district's dual-language and other language acquisition programs.

BP 6144 - Controversial Issues

(BP revised)
Policy updated to provide that parents/gnardians may be given an opportunity to opt out of instruction on
controversial issues only when required by law, not at the discretion of a teacher or administrator. Policy
also clarifies the district's right to limit teacher expressions of personal opinion when teachers are in the

classroom and therefore acting on behalf of the district.

BP/AR/E 6174 - Education for English Learners

(BP/AR revised; E deleted)
Policy and regulation substantially revised to reflect NEW LAW (Proposition 58) which authorizes

parents/guardians to select a language acquisition program that best suits their child and eliminates the
requirement for parents/guardians to request a waiver from the district if they want to enroll their child in a
program other than a structured English immersion program. Policy reflects provisions of Proposition 58
that require districts to (1) offer, at a minimum, a structured English immersion program; (2) seek
parent/guardian and communify input on language acquisition programs during development of the
district's LCAP; and (3) to the extent possible, offer a language acquisition program requested by
parents/guardians of 30 or more students at a school or 20 or more students in any grade level at the school.
Policy and regulation also reflect revisions in Title III English learner programs, including renumbering of
accountability requirements and changes in the required parental notification, pursuant to the Every Student
Succeeds Act. Title of policy and regulation updated to reflect current terminology. Exhibit deleted as
districts no longer need a sample form for the parental exception waiver.

BP 6176 - Weekend/Saturday Classes

(BP revised)
Policy updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 2659, 2016) which authorizes makeup classes for any type of

absence, including excused absences, to be offered during the weekend. Policy also adds material regarding
the circumstances under which teachers cannot be assigned to work on a weekend.

Ed Code 44868 allows a
DISTRICT/SCHOOL to employ non-credentialed personnel to assist in the provision of
school library services, however these individuals do not supersede the Ed Code
requirement that a credentialed librarian provide oversight of school library services. This
agreement further fulfills the DISTRICT/SCHOOL's obligation under Education Code,
sections 18100 and 18120. A DISTRICT/SCHOOL is in compliance with the law when it
contracts for library services with SUPERINTENDENT for the services of a credentialed

librarian.

Provide consultant services relative to the development of library programs, including
library facility planning and training of library personnel in provision of library services.
These include the use of digital resources, library management software training, and
collection development.

(1) DISTRICT/SCHOOL will be invited to send library personnel from each contracting
site to participate in the ERS Library & Multimedia Center’s bi-monthly Library
Multimedia Network meetings dedicated to school library development, exploring
technology and discovering how to best use the ERS Portal resources.

Provide technology consultation supporting DISTRICT/SCHOOL needs.

(1) One free Technology support day per contracting site (see Section 2c) may be used
for training DISTRICT/SCHOOL personnel, for providing technology-focused
professional development on curriculum implementation, and/or for consulting
with DISTRICT/SCHOOL administration to assist with planning technology
implementation.

(2) Technology support days will be allocated as follows: One (1) free day per
contracting school site except for alternative education schools which shall be
grouped together to receive one (1) free day.

The Library and Multimedia Center’s Teacher Resource Center (TRC) will be open for
extended hours beyond the classroom day to accommodate teaching schedules. The TRC
sells supplies to make classroom materials. Contracting DISTRICT/SCHOOL staff may also
bring their own supplies and use TRC equipment. Equipment includes laminators, Ellison
and AccuCut dies, a poster printer, color and B&W photocopies. Contracting sites pay a
reduced fee for printing, copying, and laminating.

(1) The TRC sells pre-designed posters and ready-to-go packs of classroom support
materials.

(2) The TRC can print posters designed by teachers or the TRC staff can design posters
and other materials to teacher specifications (at an additional fee for
SUPERINTENDENT staff time).

(3) TRC-made materials including posters, ready-to-go packs, and other classroom
support materials can be delivered after completion on the next scheduled delivery
day or by mail (postal shipping fee will apply).

b. DISTRICT/SCHOOL agrees to:

i. Respond to SUPERINTENDENT'S email request to update the previous year’s
DISTRICT/SCHOOL staff list within a month of the start of the school year, for ERS Portal
username and password assignments. Initial email will be sent by Sara Torabi; return all
changes and updates to her at sara.torabi@tcoe.org. If you have additional questions
about submission or format, please call 559-651-3031.

ii. Reimburse SUPERINTENDENT for the replacement value of any item lost, destroyed, or
stolen; and pay for repair costs for items damaged while in its possession.

ii. Understand and acknowledge that copying of any materials owned or licensed by
SUPERINTENDENT under this agreement is prohibited by Federal copyright laws. This
includes, but is not limited to, videotaping, audio taping, and photocopying.

INDEMNIFICATION. SUPERINTENDENT and DISTRICT/SCHOOL shall hold each other harmless,
defend and indemnify their respective agents, officers and employees from and against any liability,
claims, actions, costs, damages or losses of any kind, including death or injury to any person and/or
damage to property, arising out of the activities of SUPERINTENDENT or DISTRICT/SCHOOL or their
agents, officers and employees under this agreement. This indemnification shall be provided by each
party to the other party regarding its own activities undertaken pursuant to this Agreement, or as a
result of the relationship thereby created, including any claims that may be made against either party
by any taxing authority asserting that an employer-employee relationship exists by reason of this
agreement, or any claims made against either party alleging civil rights violations by such party under
Government Code section 12920 et seq. (California Fair Employment and Housing Act). This
indemnification obligation shall continue beyond the term of this agreement as to any acts or
omissions occurring under this agreement or any extension of this agreement.

CANCELLATION OF AGREEMENT. This agreement may be cancelled by SUPERINTENDENT and
DISTRICT/SCHOOL if any of the conditions of this agreement are not completed.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS. SUPERINTENDENT shall comply with all laws, rules and regulations applicable
to such work.

AGREEMENT

General

In accord with recent state statutory changes, the Federal Reauthorization of Every Student
Succeeds Act, as well as California’s other current educational reform efforts, it is the goal of the
Kings County Office of Education (KCOE) to coordinate and provide high quality New Educator
Support Services to our local districts and educators in effort to improve educational practice and
support retention of new teachers within the county. As a part of our New Educator Support
Services program offerings, KCOE will provide a New Teacher Induction (NTI) program that will
replace what was previously our countywide “Beginning Teacher Support and Assessment
(BTSA) Consortium”. The Kings County NTI program will provide thoughtful, research-based,
locally personalized professional development, collaboration, mentorship and other supports to
participating districts’ new and beginning teachers, while continuing to evolve the program in
alignment with teacher induction requirement and guideline changes as determined by the
California Department of Education (CDE) and the California Commission on Teacher
Credentialing (CCTC).

Parameters

This Agreement is entered between the Kings County Office of Education (hereafter, “"KCOE"),
and Kit Carson Union Elementary School District (hereafter, “the DISTRICT”) to implement the
New Teacher Induction (NT1) program.

The effective dates for this Agreement are July 1, 2017 through June 30, 2018.

Contract and monitoring responsibilities for the Agreement rest with KCOE. If modifications are
necessary during the duration of this Agreement, they will be added to this document by mutual
agreement of both parties.

Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement is to establish a formal working relationship between the parties
to this agreement and to set forth the operative conditions which will govern participation in the
NTI program. KCOE and the DISTRICT agree to form a partnership in providing and
coordinating services as part of the Kings County New Teacher Induction program (NTI) as
outlined in this Agreement.

Responsibilities

KCOE agrees to:

a. Employ staff adequate to coordinate and implement the NTI program, including a designated
Coordinator/Director with primary program responsibilities and to perform lead services, and

support staff to provide for the clerical and support needs of the program.

b. Provide work space for NT| staff, meeting space and supplies for program activities.
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Establish and maintain accurate records and reports required by the program; maintain a
confidential file, as necessary and required by the program, to store information on
“Candidates” involving individual progress through the program in accord with all applicable
data privacy and records retention laws and policies.

Maintain a high quality CCTC and CDE approved Teacher Induction Program, aligned to
CTSPs and best practices, including accreditation, as applicable.

Supply to the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CCTC) and the California
Department of Education (CDE) reports and other information as requested on all matters
related to program requirements and activities.

Coordinate and convene the newly required “Transition Team” and the “Advisory
Committee”, and develop other administrative processes as required by the CCTC and/or
CDE, and provided for in the program description.

Provide “Candidates” appropriate professional development opportunities designed to
support them in meeting their induction requirements for earning their professional clear
credential.

Establish a process to identify Districts who will provide “Portfolio Readers”; establish the
process to allocate $1,000 per “Portfolio Reader” to these participating Districts to issue
payment for Portfolio review services. This is a flat amount issued by KCOE with no
requirement for District match.

The DISTRICT agrees to:

a.

Appoint a district coordinator who will facilitate district general responsibilities as described
herein and act as the Kings County NTI “Advisory Committee” member.

Keep informed about activities and requirements of the Kings County NTI program by
reviewing written materials such as the handbook and communication with KCOE’s NTI staff
as necessary, disbursing and coordinating with applicable District staff as needed.

Notify each eligible teacher of his/her responsibility to enter a professional teacher induction
program at the point-of-hire. Identify and recommend eligible new teachers to participate in
the Kings County NTI Program according to the program standards as defined by California

mandates.

Select and provide veteran teachers (minimum of 3 years effective teaching experience) to
serve as “Mentors” to “Candidates”. Qualifications for mentors must include but are not
limited to:
¢ Knowledge of the context and the content area of the candidate’s teaching
assignment
Demonstrated commitment to professional learning and collaboration
¢ Possession of a Clear Teaching Credential
« Ability, willingness and flexibility to meet candidate needs for support

Appropriately match “Candidates” with “Mentors”, preferably at the same site and based on
credentials held, subject matter/grade level taught, relevant experience.

Ensure “Candidates” and/or “Mentors” attend scheduled NTI trainings as well as provide the
necessary release time required to support the design of the program, including time to meet
with their “Mentors” and to observe/visit exemplary teachers in their classrooms as required

by the program.

g. Assume financial responsibility for substitute costs for “Candidates” and “Mentors”
professional development and trainings.

h. Ensure all District and Site administrative staff will respect the confidentiality between the
“Mentor” and the “Candidate”. NTI program activities, support, and assessment will not be
considered in District teacher evaluation, merit pay, salary increases, promotions, or
sanctions.

i. Ensure that Site Administrator will:
« Provide opportunities for the “Mentor” and the “Candidate” to meet in a private place

to interact;

¢ Provide site orientation activities for all “Candidates” designed to inform them of site
resources, personnel, procedures, policies, and other appropriate information;

¢ Understand and agree that the activities of the Kings County NTI program can play
no part in the formal evaluation process of any “Candidate”.

j. Participate in formal and informal evaluations of the Kings County NTI program via surveys.

k. Submit payment of $4000.00 per “Candidate” to KCOE for 201 7-2018. (Fee for Service/Cost
Recovery Model: fee structure for subsequent years can vary annually dependent upon
enroliment of “Candidates”.) Fee for Early Completion Option is $5000.00.

I.  Assume full financial responsibility for any “Mentor” stipends or service payments as
determined by the District,

E. Other Conditions

Any and all products developed by the Kings County NTI Program are the exclusive property of
the Kings County Office of Education (KCOE). School districts, their employees, staff, and
subcontractors shall not have the right to disseminate, market, or otherwise use the products
without the expressed written permission of KCOE.

F. Program Participation

the 2017-2018 academic school year.

Good afternoon Mr. Barlow!

Thank you for meeting with Summer and me last week regarding your teachers eligible for Induction.

Per our conversation, I've attached an MOU for your review. It does not spell out how many teachers will be enrolied, just
that you will contract with us for next year.

As we stated at our meeting, the cost is $4000 per teacher per year for the normal 2 year Induction program. But I'm not
sure we mentioned the fee for the one year (Early Completion Option) - it is $5000. However, we were discussing your
special education teacher specifically, that would most likely qualify for a more modified one year program. In that case, if
everything falls into place for her to do the one year modified program (specifically designed to meet the needs of a
veteran teacher clearing a newly acquired credential), the fee would be $2500.
