Curriculum & Materials

Mid Valley has had a year of increasing its breadth of curriculum, due to increased funds from a larger enrollment as well as
some one-time monies that were available. We have added to our curriculum in Literature, Vocabulary, Spelling, Grammar,
Math, and Science. The purchase of new math manipulative and LEGOS for use in hands-on math as well as 5.T.E.M. Activities
will be an exciting addition to our year's learning. One of our students, with the help of his father, designed and built a small
dedicated LEGO table for Mid Valley!

Funds were also used to purchase some new tables, chairs, storage, monitors, carpet and bulletin boards. This update will be
a fresh and efficient design in which our students and parents can meet and learn.

Evaluations
Mid Valley parents completed surveys, as they do yearly, about the guality of education and service at our Charter School.

Parents reported feeling welcomed at Mid Valley, enjoyed a positive relationship between parent/student/Master Teacher, and
felt the program was well-organized and clearly presented. Parents report they are pleased with the individualized nature of
our program and felt their children made good progress during the year. Each year we receive complaints about our facility:
“It is TOO small and outdated.”

Overwhelmingly, parents praised our teaching staff and gave suggestions. One parent stated, ™ Mid Valley is a fabulous
program. We feel blessed to be a part of this program. Our master teacher is amazing. We are beyond happy. I rate this
school as 5- Star and highly recommend it. Thank you!”

Classes

Focusing on Common Core and ‘Hands-on’ math, science and art, Mid Valley students participated in classes approximately
one day per week here at our classroom during our ‘Student Engagement Days’. Students that attended these ‘Engagement
Days’ were much more likely to show large amounts of growth academically and socially, as compared to those that attended

rarely.

For a second year, Mid Valley students participated in the Fresno State Peach Blossom competition by performing “"The True
Story of the Three Little Pigs” and earning Superior ratings all-around! Learning to read with expression, memorization, voice
projection, use of facial expression, body language, and audience awareness, increases students’ fluency and confidence in
oral language and performing arts. We have a yearly “Presentation Day” where students give oral presentations to parents and
teachers. This year students dressed up as a character from a favorite novel and created ‘Book Jackets’ with a synopsis of the
literature. They also chose one essay from their writing portfolio to share.

As we did last year, Mid Valley participated in the CAASPP Common Core testing online. Students had prepared
during the year by focusing on higher level thinking responses, practice with supporting claims with textual
evidence along with keyboarding and other skills. Mid Valley, along with Kit Carson staff, under the direction of
Robin Jones, created and utilized online Common Core type benchmarks made with Google Classroom. This
individual feedback to both students and parents was helpful in strengthening skills and becoming familiar with
testing format.

Classroom Presentation Technology

Our Student Engagement days have been enhanced by the addition of a large wall-mounted monitor, when
connected to a laptop, can serve as a wonderful teaching tool! Students have also used the monitor for an
Video Conference to participate in a live Art Class. It will be used often in the future.

This has been a year of continued growth in academic achievement, in numbers of students, and in curriculum
development and purchasing. As we close the doors for the summer, we have an anticipated roster of at least
19 students for the fall; the largest number ever projected from the end of a previous year. Wanting to serve
more students while maintaining excellence, we look to the possibility of hiring an addition part-time teacher
once the year gets underway in September. Additional office space is a concern and we look toward overcoming
that barrier to growth.

We are excited to continue Mid Valley’s fine tradition of excellence. Parents find that the academic support they
receive, along with the advantage of getting out and experiencing the world, as a group, adds greatly to their
child’s education. and we are thankful for a supportive administration, board, and district in which to thrive,

Kit Carson Elementary (KCE) formally adopted CPM the spring of 2015 for the 2015-2016 school
year. The school is part of a small, rural, TK-8 district that serves 370 students in a traditional
school setting (KCE) and 22 students in a dependent charter home school. In 2015, KCE sent its
two middle grade math teachers and both school/district administrators to CPM summer
training sessions.
